In its prime, Muizenberg boasted 
establishments on the Route - 45 licensed and unlicensed 
hotels and boarding houses out of a total of approximately 70. 
Of the 45, 20 hugged what is now known as Surfer’s Corner 
over a period of time. Exclusively Kosher hotels were dominant.

This map, compiled from directories, photographs and
interviews, shows either where they were located or, where they 
still stand but in a variety of new guises. For example, Hotel Rio 
Grande houses the African Institute For Mathematical Sciences.

Interestingly, most on the beach front have been demolished 
whereas many in the Village remain.

Get on the trail to appreciate not only where the hoteliers lived 
in the quaint Village but also the architectural style, decor, 
ambience and stories of a once prosperous industry that 
attracted thousands of guests, many of whom travelled by rail 
and to a lesser degree in stylish cars - see photo.
