Muslim Trail Muizenberg - Simon’s Town. 
This trail includes the Kramat in Muizenberg, the Kalk Bay Mosque, the Dido Valley Cemetery, 
The Simon's Town Mosque, The Old Burying Ground, The Heritage Museum in Simon's Town, 
the two Simon's Town Kramats and Simon’s Town Museum. An option is Antonie's Gat at 
Buffels Bay (latter accessible by boat) where according to legend, an exiled holy man Abdul 
Dea Koasa died.

Stone - Age and Quena Trail Muizenberg - Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve. 
This trail includes the stone in the floor of The Posthuys Museum, the midden at the 
Open-air Museum, the three bathing pools on the Kalk Bay section (former fish traps), 
Fish Hoek Valley Museum (Peers Cave, Tunnel Cave) and Simon’s Town Museum. A 
further option are the various sites in the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve.
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
